Nationality and excellence have been the sole criterions acknowledged in
compiling this collection. Mr. Oesterle’s aim has been to get together a num-
ber of “good” overtures in the broadest sense of the wor%—as the names of
Wagner and Flotow, of Beethoven and Nicolai in juxtaposition, prove—and
this he has accomplished most successfully. The contents of the volume in-
.clude the second Leonora overture by Beethoven; those two' old favorites,
Marthq and Stradella, by Flotow; Gluck’s ever youthful Iphigenia in Aulis;
Mozart’s imperishable Marriage of Figaro; Nicolai’s sprightly comedy-over-
ture to the Merry Wives of Windsor; the overture to Spohr’s poetic East In-
dian opera Jessonda, to Wagner’s Rignzi and to Weber’s Freischilte. All have
been edited and fingered with the eompiler’s usual care and skill.
