Critical notes:

These setting has the same tune as Psalm 131, but another setting/composer;

tet somewhat modernised.
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4. As Rams afraid the mountains skipped,

their strength did them forsake:

And as the silly trembling Lambs

their tops did beat and shake.

5. What ailed thee sea as all amaz'd,

so suddenly to fly:

Ye rolling waves of Jordan's flood,

why ran ye backwardly?
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6. Why shook ye hills as Rams afraid?

why did your strength so shake?

Why did your tops as trembling Lambs

for fear quiver and quake?

7. O earth confess they sovereign Lord,

and dread his mighty hand:
