Tristan who arrives in King René’s kingdom in the guise of a Troubadourtoclaim
her hand; by chance strays into her retreat.

He sees her and becomes enamoured of her, not knowing her to be his betrothed.

His horror when the fact of her blindness dawns upon him, gives place to ex-
treme astonishment, when he discovers that she is totally unconscious of her
loss.

He informs her of it, thereby removing the chief obstacle to the success of Ebn
Jahia’s undertaking, and the physician eventually cures her.

Tristan meanwhile annuls the marriage contract with King René’s daughter.

He declares war; returns by stealth to claim the unknown one, and,is there sur-
prised and overjoyed to learn that she is Iolanthe, King René’s Daughter,and no
longer blind.

He gladly refiews the compact, which is consummated by their union,thusensur-
ing peace and happiness.

The action takes place in Provence, in a valley of Vaucluse and lasts from the after-
noon to sunset. The period is the middle of the Fifteenth Century.
