EXTRACT FROM PREFACE.

In the course of my experience as a teacher of the pianoforte, an experience extending
over many years, certain ideas have from time to time suggested themselves to me which
have proved useful—to myself, as enabling me to express more clearly that which
I desired my pupils to understand, and to my pupils, as tending to facilitate their
comprehension of the various difficulties they have had to encounter, at the same
time leading them to perceive the most practical means of overcoming them, and thus
accelerating their general rate of progress.

These suggestions relate to both the mechanical and intellectual sides of the study of
pianoforte-playing, or briefly, to Technique and Expression, the chief matters implied by the
first of these terms being the production of various qualities of tone, the choice of suitable
fingering, and the best methods of attacking certain difficulties; while the second, which
may perhaps be more aptly designated the means of expression, includes rhythm, phrasing,
variety, and gradation of tone, the use of the pedals, et cetera. '
