7his Plan of mufic has many advantages over the old method. It will afTift, both the Learner and the Perform-

tr^ ift afcertaining the true founds of the notes in inftances where the old method can afford no aid for that pur-

ppfe.

This method marks, with certainty, the intervals, or distances of founds. 'The places of the tones and fcmitones,

the major and minor thirds and fourths are always in view. The femitwnes lie between the diamond and the

fquare, and the quarter of a diamond and the fquare. Hence, when any tw© notes are placed at the diftance of a

fecond, a third, or a fourth^ it will be inftantly known from the fight of the charaders, whether it be the major, or

tJie minor fecond, third, or fourth. . This is an advantage which the old method can never poffefs ; for it cannot

be known from the common notes upon lines and-fpaces whether thefc intervals be majcr^ or minor^ only, by refer-

ing back to the clrfff, but here it Is vifible in every bar.

The diamond note ii never double in the fame octave. It is fixed between the two keys, and is the feventh d«-

grec of the fharp key and the.fecond degree of the flat key. The quarter of a diamond and the fquare which im-

mediately fucceed each other in afcending, or in defcending, are, the third and fourth degrees of the Iharp keys

and the fifth and fixth degr<jes of the flat key.

From this view of the fubjeft, it will not be diiTicult to afcertain the degrees of tht key, for if any one degree be

known^ all the other degrees jvilV follow of courfe. The laft note of the bafs is always the fquare in the fharp key,

and the quarter of a diamondin the flat.kcy. Therefore by looking at the laft note of ths bafs, and then at a few

bars of the tune, either the diamond, or the quarter of a diamond and fquare together, will appear, by which the

ierenth degr«e, or the third and fourth of the fharp key will be known ; and the*fecond degree, or fifth and fixth

When the tune called Doncafter is fung in the fecond verfe, the laft line but one will require the two minims in

the bar with the femibreve reft, to be fung as femibreves, and the reft to be omitted. It may alfo be fung in any

.common metre pfaim'or hymn, by making the i^me alteration in the other inftances, where there are fcmibreve

rests in the middle of a line, and by adding a at)t to the note following the femibreve reft in the third line, leaving

out the minim reft in the fame bar. Other tunes which have refts in the middle of lines, when thoferefts break words

oi-iTiorc than one fylkble, they may be omitted.

Tunes which require the repetition of fome words to complete the tune, will, in fome inftances, require a diflFcr-

ent repetition ; as in Hotham,.the;fecond verfe, " With the fliadow," this may be dorie by throwing out the flur.

Some hymns have an unequal number of fyllables in fome lines, and require two notes to onefyllable ; an inftancc

of this is found in the hymn fet to Calllee, the firft word, v.here tlie two crotchets are fung as one minim, and the

fir-ft vvord of t"ie fifth line of the fifth verfe is fung in the fame manner.
