Use the version for Two Pianos (Room-Music Titbits, No. 4, G. Schirmer, Inc.), together with any or all of the Wind,
Percussion and String bass paris of Schirmer’s Military Band Compendium, No. 29. .

For instance: For a small hall some such combination as the following would be suitable:
Two pianos, 1 flute, 1 oboe, 2 clarionets, 1 bassoon, 1 trumpet, 2 horns, 1 baritone, 1 string bass, bells.

Or even so small a combination as the following (for a small hall):
Two pianos, 1 flute, 1 oboe, 1 clarionet, 1 horn, 1 bassoon (1 English horn ad lib.).

Or this combination (also for a small hall):

Two pianos, 1 piccolo, 1 oboe, 2 clarionets, 1 alto clarionet, 1 bass clarionet, 1 bassoon, 1 soprano saxophone, 1 alto
saxophone, 1 contra-bassoon, 1 trumpet, 1 horn, snare-drum, cymbals, bells, xylophone..

While for a larger hall some such combination as the following instruments would prove effective:
Two pianos, 1 piccolo, 1 flute, 1 oboe, 1 bass oboe (or English horn), 2 clarionets, 1 bass clarionet, 1 bassoon, 1 contra-

bassoon, 1 soprano saxophone, 1 alto saxophone, 2 trumpets, 2 horns, 2 trombones, 1 baritone, 1 tuba, string bass, snare-
drum, tambourine, bass drum, cymbals, bells, timpani, xylophone.
