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PREFACE TO THE ENLARGED EDITION.

The fL-sfc edition of the " Congregational Psalmist " was published in

1858. In 1868 fifty-three tunes were added to the book. The copious

additions to the hymnody of the Church, both of Hymns and Tunes,

which have since been made, necessitate a further enlargement, in ordei

that the Churches may possess for their worship such compositions as

the manifold gifts of holy men in all sections of the Church continue

to supply. Finality in the provision for the Service of Song is as

impossible as it were fatal. While each generation inheints what is

most precious from the past, it will, so long as the Church is a living

Church, bring its own contribution of fresh Hymns and Tunes—th<

exact expression of its own distinctive life.

The revolt of hymn writers from the cramped and meagre Iambic

forms, to which in England we have chiefly been restricted, is in every

way a great gain to Church Song. Trochaic and other metres give

variety and richness to hymns, which not only gratify the taste, and fill

the imagination, but like all forms of beauty directly minister to feeling.

Just now, perhaps, this diversity is in danger of becoming excessive

and eccentric; but it is only a passing phase, a not unnatural reaction

from stiff traditional forms. Nothing that is merely odd endures.

It is indicative, that of the hundred and seventeen additional tunes in

this edition, nearly eighty are for metres, or for hymns, hitherto unpro-

vided for in the book
;

provision for which has become imperative

through the general acceptance which the hymns have found.

It is matter for great satisfaction that we are no longer contented tc

sing a hymn to any tune for which its metre may be practicable. "\V e

demand that the music shall be the best possible expression of the

distinctive sentiment of the hymn. Hence some hymns of ordinary

metres, demand tunes exclusively for themselves, e.g., the hymns tc

which the tunes 453, 469, 478, 479, and 488 are respectively set. Music

is the eloquence of a hymn ; and the difference of devotional inspiration

between an expressive and a mere mechanical setting is very great. In
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the Old Psalters, as in the Clioralhilclier of Germany, each hymn "has its

own inalienable tune ; and to this I hope we are returning.

The character of tune demanded by trochaic metres such as are here

chiefly provided for, differs widely from the traditional iambic tune of the

Old Psalters. The question, " what is a Church Tune ? " is not there-

fore to be answered by antiquarian or ecclesiastical traditions. That

is the best Church Tune which gives the most religious and devotional

expression to the hymn to which it is set ? Hence in this additional

selection I have cared but little for traditional forms ; I have not

sought in Gregorian Psalters models for trochaic or auapaastic

metres. Avoiding everything unseemly in character or undesirable in

association, I have freely appropriated whatever seemed to give the

most precise and fervent expression to the religious feeling of a hymn,

and to provide for it a genuine melody, and not a mere musical phrase.

Some of the finest tunes of the Church have been derived from

secular sources ; the " Conditor alme" of A mbrose was a heathen offer-

song. Several of the grandest of the Lutheran melodies were street

ballads. Some of the most devotional airs of Handel's Oratorios were

originally written for his Operas. The only legitimate or sensible test of

a tune is its practical fitness.

The same principle has determined my use of the old or the new.

As a rule neither great hymns nor great tunes can be written to order.

They are inspirations which come as the breath of God comes—their

authors know not how. The best hymnal will be that which collects the

best hymns and tanes of all generations. I have sought, therefore, to

procure the use of such tunes as experience has commended, rather than

to provide a large number of new compositions. The conditions of effec-

tiveness are sometimes very subtle; they can neither be forecast by

genius, nor calculated from its untried products. Just as the hymns of

the greatest poets have failed, while those of comparatively prosaic men

have become the possession and joy of the Church—so it is with tunes.

I have not rejected excerpts and adaptations from the works of the

great masters; although in their justification there is perhaps nothing
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theoretically to be said. Practically all depends upon the way m which

they are made. All that I can say is, that those included in this collec-

tion have been made by others, in some instances by very competent

authorities. T have found, not made them; and have simply been

unable to resist the strong temptation to enrich worship-song by their

inspiration and beauty.

When the first edition of this work was compiled, the fine old Latin,

and Psalter Tunes, and the grand Chorales of Germany, were but very

little known to the English Churches. One of my chief objects was to help

to make them known, that their use might supersede the inferior and

worthless tunes of the preceding century. To this end the book largely

contributed ; some of the fine Tunes and Chorales now in common use

were introduced to the English Churches in it. A large proportion of

the tunes added in 1868 were modern English tunes, chiefly after the

old models. The present addition is of an element different from both:

which has been determined chiefly by the metres of the hymns for

which provision had to be made.

Objection has been taken to the old psalter form of a double note at

the beginning and end of each line. In some iambic tunes this is almost

essential ; its advantages in enabling congregations to sing steadily rapid

tunes are very great. But if in any instance, or by any congregation

it be thought undesirable, nothing is easier than for the organist or

choir practically to disregard it, and to sing the initial and terminal

semibreves as minims. In some instances the best effect may be pro-

duced by singing two lines of a verse at one strain, in others the

entire verse. In trochaic tunes the old iambic form is of course in-

congruous.

Diversity of opinion prevails about the use of the " Amen " at the

end of hymns. Intrinsically, as a simple affirmation of assent, it must

be as congruous as at the end of a prayer. There are few hymns so

destitute of pious expression and aspiration as to make such assent

unsuitable. It is matter of simple option. I have thought it best to

provide it for those who prefer to use it, others can omit it.
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Tlie first edition of the " Congregational Psalmist " consisted of only

330 Tunes. In the Preface to that edition it is said, "In the pre-

paration of this work I am responsible for the selection of the Tunes, for

the Introductory Notices, and for the general arrangement of the book

;

Dr. Gauntlett's responsibility being restricted to his arrangements of the

Tunes put into his hands. The same division of responsibility applies

to the companion volume of Chants.' ' Inasmuch as two considerable

additions to the work, amounting to 170 Tunes, have since been made'

it is only right to say that for these I alone am responsible ; as I am also

for the substitution in later editions of new Tunes for the numbers 18,

21, 27, 45, 47, 49, 61, 64, 94, 99, 101, 113, 114, 170, 217, 222, anl 264.

My grateful thanks are due alike to those who have generously given

me permission to insert their compositions, and to those who have per-

mitted me to purchase it.

PBEFACE TO THE FIBST EDITION OF THE
COMPEESSED SCOEE.

The rapid sale of fifty-two thousand copies of the " Congregational

Psalmist " is a gratifying indication of the interest felt in popular

Psalmody, as well as of the adaptation of this work to meet the want

which occasioned its compilation.

The object of the Editor was to render available for worshipping use the

finest chorals of every age and of every section of the church. Gifts of

poetry and of song have been bestowed upon every generation, and upon

none, perhaps, more richly than our own. Hence the canon of Church

song can never be completed ; additions will continuously be made to the

richness of the worship of the Church, and to the joy of its spiritual life.

It were, therefore, an egregious folly and loss, either to refuse the precious

inheritance of the past, or to exclude ourselves from the fresh contributions

to it that from time to time are proffered. The past is commended to us

by the test of successive generations, the present by contemporary form

and feeling ; the old that remains to us has filtered out of much that has

perished, and the new that is proffered to us is doubtless destined to

undergo the same process. It is simple pedantry to restrict the music o!

the Church to either any particular age or any particular school. Like a

hymn-book, a tune-book should provide for various tastes and degrees of

capacity; the ruling canon of its compilation should be, not conformity



to dogmatic rules, but practical fitness for devotional use. Whatever

contributes to worshipping reverence and joy—so long as it is free from

incongruous associations—is both legitimate and desirable. In the " Con-

gregational Psalmist/' both tunes and harmonies of various periods, and

of various schools will be found ; of the chorals of the Latin Church,

from Ambrose to Luther, it contains twenty-five ; from the rich choral

treasures of the German Protestant Churches, ninety-five have been

selected ; the limited Psalmody of the French Protestant Church has

furnished seven ; from the English and Scottish Psalters of the sixteenth

and seventeenh centuries, thirty-four have been taken; living composers

of various churches and' schools have contributed seventy-six; the rest

have been gathered from various writers of the last two centuries. It is

scarcely too much to say that no existing English compilation contains

so large and so Catholic a representation of the worship-song of " the

Holy Church throughout the world."

The varying capacities of congregations have also been considered

;

while the great bulk of the tunes are such as the least advanced may

use, some tunes are inserted which only the cultured can sing.

To the Catholic character of the book, to the imperishable qualities of

the grand chorals which have come down to us from past generations,

and to the. variety of taste and capacity for which it provides, its large

success is doubtless owing.

The present Edition contains fifty-three additional tunes. These are

added, partly, to supply such deficiencies as the practical use of the book

had revealed, partly to add some tunes of unquestionable excellence

which had been overlooked, and partly, to enable the use of tunes which

have appeared since this work was published, and which, from various

causes have become popular. Permission to use the latter has in every

instance been nost readily and generously given, and is hereby most

gratefully acknowledged.
