Again, these songs are "toss-offs" but they came at the end of high school or the beginning of college and regardless of their sentiment, mark the first beginnings of a composer.  This pedantic recording of piano chords is done in haste just to keep moving - I'm working on an opera for crying out loud ;) so I don't have a lot of time for this.  I did record this in the trailer on Pima St. and it is in the garage I believe so hopefully I will resurrect them - it has all the "dum-ba-diddy wa-ooh" in the background which makes it a characteristic "doo-wap" song and is actually pretty cool.  Then the last verse was harmonized.  There was a spacer C-am-F-G turnaround between the 2nd and 3rd verses.  And that was it.  But it was a "sound-on-sound" recording, very new at the time - the first wave of multi-track recorders coming out in 1970 and I was thrilled with the results as a young 19 year old ;).  This eventually moved to the 4-track TEAC recorder still downstairs int he closet which moved to the 8-track Foxtex in 1988, now out in the shed.
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
