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PREFACE.

In arranging Hymns and Tunes it was the aim of

the committee to make the book as complete as possible.

For the sake of convenience the matter has been con-

densed as much as could be done and still retain dis-

tinctness of the notes in the music, and large type in the

hymns. Character notes are used because they can be

read more readily than round notes.

The hymns are classed into twenty-seven subjects,

in alphabetical order, beginning with "Activity" and

ending with" Warning". By this arrangement any of

the subjects can be quickly found without referring to

the index.

The hymns are headed with texts of Scripture, with

reference to book, chapter and verse.

Both hymns and tunes are indexed according to

the number of the hymns,—the tunes agreeing with the

hymns immediately following them. All the hymns fol-

lowing a tune are of the same metre.

The beginning of a tune, found at the bottom of

some of the right hand pages, is numbered the same as

the full tune, which is always found toward the first

part of the book. The singer who is not fully acquainted

with a tune can see, at the same time, a hymn on the

right hand page, and the tune on the left, holding the

intervening pages directly toward him.

One of the principal objects in publishing this book

is to bring about a closer union in the singing between

the Sunday-school and the church. The hymns and
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tunes are suitable for Church and Sunday-school serv-

ices, as well as worship on all occasions: a few are

especially adapted to children and the Sunday-school.

It is better that the singers learn a tune before the

attempt is made to use it in the congregation either in

church or Sunday-school: a tune incorrectly sung makes

poor music, however good it may be. The true merit

of both hymns and tunes is only found when we become

fully acquainted with them; and, if they are truly mer-

itorious, will grow in favor as we continue to use them.

Adapting suitable tunes to the hymns selected has

been a most careful study of the committee. Only tunes

easily learned, and readily sung with a free movement,

were accepted: no intricate pieces were allowed.

Thanks are hereby tendered the many friends who

so kindly assisted in the compilation, in defraying the

expense of the plates, and in securing the use ot copy-

righted hymns and tunes; also those who gratuitously

favored the book with their productions of music and

hymns.

That the book may be found worthy a place in the

Church, and prove instrumental in the welfare and hap-

piness of God's people, and in building up the Kingdom

of our Lord, and that He who inspires every good work

may receive all praise and honor, is the sincere desire
