INTRODUCTION TO THE GROUNDS OF ‘MUSICK,

MUSICK combines melody
, air, harmony

, and measure. Melody is a series of simple sounds. Air is the spirit and style cf melccV Hyt -

many is the consonance of two or more sounds, either natural or artificial. JVatural harmony is produced by the cammon thord. Artificial har
many is a mixture of concords and discords, bearing relation to the common chord.

THE DIATONIC OR NATURAL SCALE OF MUSICK.
The notes of the diatonic or natural scale of musick are seven, whose distances or degrees are measured by tones and semi or half tones.

The seven first letters of the alphabet are applied to the notes, in the following order—A, B, C, D, E, F, G ; when there is occasion for an eighth
letter, the first is repeated. These letters comprehend a system of degrees, called an octa-ve, from which proceeds the variety of harmony.

Schools then ought to be solicitous that their» instructors be well
qualified, for how can they instruct others when they are ignorant
themselves ? Learners, in that case, are led to suppose that they have
improved, when they really have not, and consequently their time and
money arc both spent to no manner of purpose.

GENERAL OBSERVA TIONS.
WHEN k tune is well learnt by note, it may be sung in words.

Pronounce every word as distinctly as possible. Singers generally
fail it this point, by which means half the beauty of the musick is

lost, the words not being understood.
In assigning voices to the seversl parts, the Teacher must be the

judge. For if a voice which is suitable only for Bass, be put upon the
Teror, it will hang as a weight upon that part, and have a tendency
comuu.tlly to lower the pitch.
