Mr. ALLFY has shown excellent judgment in
the selection of these compositions, which have
all the beauty of the older four-part glees of
Deutschland, without the tinge of melancholy,
which must be acknowledged as a defect.

The composers are of the best. Among them
we notice Schumann, Abt, Franz, Hauptman,
Gade and Hiller. Words by Goethe, Ubland,
Hoffman and Rueckardt brighten the score,
and titles are well chosen. ¢ The Rosebud,”
“The Little Ship,” ¢ Love like the Wind,” ‘““The
Linden tree,” “Welcome Repose,” and ¢ Peace
to the Slumberers,” are specimens, and indi-
cate the genial character of the poetry.

Conductors of Musical Associations know very
well that it is quite difficult to find a good
¢“gecond book.” One cannot practice the ¢ Cre-
ation” or ¢ Judas Maccabeus’ a whole even-
ing. It is too heavy work. Still one does not
like to descend from that to easy glees or to
an over easy cantata.

Now the ¢ German Four-Part Songs are just
what is wanted. They are sufficiently solid and
high-toned, interesting, and easy enough to
make practice refreshing while it is useful.
