The great tune on which this Processional is founded first appearcd
in the second volume of the Stralsund Song Book (1663). It was there
set to the hymn “Hast du denn, Jesu” but in 1650 it was transferred to
Neander's magnificent song of praise“Lcbe den Herren” with which it
has ever since been universally associated.

Where the full tune is played (from letter A)a choir could join in by
singing the first verse of the hymn either in unison or harmony as given
in A.& M. 657, E.H. 536, S:P. 626, Ch. Hymnary 22.
