“ Noné didn’t give an own opus number to his guitar version of the Marcha Real de Espaiia. He just added it to
the guitar version of the Seguidillas manchegas (op.4). His piano version of the Marcha Real de Esparia
(Biblioteca Nacional de Espaiia, MP/2602/26(11)) is numbered op.8.

The first known version of the spanish national anthem is sited in a manuscript (Libro de la ordenanza, Biblioteca
Nacional de Espafia, M/2791) of Manuel Espinosa de los Monteros (ca. 1730-1810), but with a different title:
La marcha granadera (pifano 1+ 2, tambor). It is from 1761.
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
