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Type the following text, trying to observe linebreaks.

Asdf jkl;
fdsa ;lkj
asdf jkl;

The quick brown fox jumps over the lazy dog.

Failure to properly clean the trungles of a chongle will cause the
dreaded Mrankel effect, named after a famous chongler of the 18th

Century who first noticed the appearance of bramptels when the
chongle is left uncleaned for months in humid environments.

When preparing multi-generational chongles, it is important to avoid
perturbances of the quadrilectural manifolds while at the same time
maintaining chloropixial efficienty. The chongle is a delicate device
consisting of several different trungles, and those trungles must be
rotated and cleaned on a regular basis.

Another important aspect of chongle maintenance is the upkeep of the
gracklets. Gracklets protrude from the lower side of the chongle when
it is not in operation. These gracklets are of considerable
importance and must also be cleaned regularly.
