OF HOLDING THE GERMAN CONCERTINA.

1 Pass the four fingers of each hand through the gtraps on each side; 8o a3 to have a command of the Keys, both the thnmbs being outside the straps, the thumb of the right being
kept in readiness to use the valve when mquu-tau:}l “This instrument can be either played sitting or standing. When two or more notes follow each other, which are to be produced ont-
wards, and the bellows are slready extended, it will be necessary to use the valve, the same method is to be adopted ‘pressing inwards. Beginners find a difficulty in u.sinf the valve
jndiciously, generally either pressing or drawing the instrument too violently, thereby extending or contracting the bellews to the utmost, so that the valva is required, and thus often
cansing the duration of a note to be shortened. A little practice is of mors service than any directions. Particular care must be taken not to draw out, or press in the instrument,
without & key or the valve being open, for should both be closed, and the bellows moved, the instrument being air-tight might be considerably injured. . When playing tunes which re-
quire expression, a very pleasing effect is produced by gently swinging the instrument backwards and forwards.
